The Huntington Meadow Stable Manage-
ment and Riding Program is open to students
of all ages and levels of experience.

The Stable Management and Riding Program
is to be held at Huntington Meadow Stables,
1188 Salt Road in Penfield. There will be four
one-week sessions, Monday through Friday,
from 9:00 am to 3:00 pm. There are indoor
and outdoor riding rings, and stabling for the
horses. A separate classroom building with
refrigerator will be our main headquarters.
Well-trained instructors and school horses
from Huntington Meadow Stables will be
used for the Stable Management and Riding
Program.
